Update on Community Emergency Response Efforts by Linda Plumb

On March 6, a group of community members continued to learn how to help Bryson-Hesperia prepare to respond efficiently and effectively should an emergency warrant local first responders. We received training from River Gurtin and Jill Hoffmann in “Client Case Work, Providing Emergency Assistance.” We learned important interview and listening skills to help ease the shock of loss and to allow accurate recording of information to help victims get necessary short-term help such as shelter, clothing, and food, so they can get back on their feet as soon as possible.

A tremendous benefit of learning with the Red Cross is their long and vast experience. They have so much information they share, expecting that for each community there will be some adjustments because we know our own communities best. However, the basic structure they have developed helps those who take their courses to “speak” in a common language to other emergency response groups, whether they are firemen or FEMA employees, thereby increasing efficiency and service to victims.

As we continue to learn important basic premises upon which to build a community response plan, it is important for us all to remember that in case of a major disaster our area may be on its own for as long as three days, or possibly a week, because regular emergency services may be overwhelmed. By participating in these courses, we neighbors can continue to expand our already-developed practice of relying on ourselves and on each other by learning to be prepared for worst-case scenarios.

There will also be ongoing efforts to prepare individuals with immediate skills such as CPR and First-Aid training. We encourage anyone and everyone who might have use of these skills to join in whether you are parents, teachers, or anyone else who just wants to know.

Spay/Neuter Clinic a Great Success by Beth Winters

A workforce of thirty-five paid and volunteer staff from the Humane Society Veterinary Association of the United States completed 125 surgeries on the cat and dog population of Bryson-Hesperia and other county un-incorporated areas during a three-day marathon in March. With the only price being patience, pets, strays, and ferals were altered and/or treated for fleas, ear mites, vaccinated, and micro-chipped on request. A few of the animals experienced difficulties recovering from surgery, and they were kept in the facility overnight, with the vet staff sleeping beside them in sleeping bags. The San Antonio Valley Community Center (Lockwood) provided the venue, and the treatments were paid for by a variety of grants, including our Hall's Animal Compassion Fund. County Animal Control Director Kathy Prew, who spoke at our Hall’s political potluck in August, coordinated the efforts.
Animal Control's nonprofit arm, the Friends of County Animal Service (FoCAS), also provided much of the funding and on-scene support. They created a video of the event, which will be shown at a future potluck.
Special thanks go out to Jo Geary, who made and served a pasta dinner for the 35 hungry staffers on the day they did 53 surgeries (the norm is 40) and worked a seventeen-hour shift.
In this ironic time, when health care for humans is so difficult to attain, it was gratifying to see our pet population receive the health care they deserve!

Surviving and Enjoying the Wildflower Triathlon by Jack Lindley

May 1st and 2nd are the dates for the 2010 Wildflower Triathlon. According to the Wildflower website, 8000 athletes attend "the greatest triathlon festival in the world", and most will be using the roads around Lake San Antonio. 

The race on Saturday starts in the park at 8:00 am, and on Sunday at 9:00 am. The first event is a swim, which takes 20 to 25 minutes for experts. Then they transition to bicycles and leave the park. You can expect to see bicycles on Interlake about 8:30 am on Saturday and 9:30 on Sunday.

The contestants enter the water in waves spaced five minutes apart. It could take about two hours for all the contestants to enter the water. The later swimmers are not as fast as the professionals. Therefore, folks will still be starting the bicycle portion as late as 10:00 am on Saturday and 11:00 am on Sunday.

On Saturday the race goes clockwise around Lake San Antonio for 56 miles. The route is along Interlake Road to Jolon Road to Nacimiento Road and then back on Interlake Road. The winner last year made the bicycle part in about 2 hours and 18 minutes. The slowest may take more than twice that long.

On Sunday, the route runs from the park entrance northwest only on Interlake Road part way to Lockwood, and then returns. The winner of that race took 1 hour and 6 minutes on the bicycle route. Last year the winner finished the race before the last person got out of the water.

Adding all this up, heavy bicycle traffic may be on the roads Saturday from 8:30 am to 3:00 pm, and on Sunday from 9:30 am to 1:30 pm.
How to enjoy the race: Plan to come down to Interlake and watch everyone go by. We live about one mile south of the Bryson-Interlake junction and have plenty of parking. Some other folks go about one-half mile north on Interlake toward Lockwood and watch the athletes fly down to the junction and then struggle up the hill. Bring your snacks, beverages, and lawn chairs. The athletes will appreciate your support.
How to avoid road rage: Stay home on Saturday morning and early afternoon and Sunday morning. If you must go somewhere on Saturday, the bicycles go clockwise around the lake, so you go counterclockwise. Go to Paso Robles by driving south via Interlake and Lake Nacimiento Drive, and return northbound on Jolon Road. The bicycles will be on the other side of the road. Folks traveling the same direction as the bicycles will have all the trouble passing them.

If you must go somewhere on Sunday, leave before 9:00 am or after 12:30 pm. Sunday, the bicycles go both directions on Interlake. The road from the Lake San Antonio entrance to the turn-around near the San Antonio River Bridge will be full until most of the contestants have re-entered the park. We go down to the St. Luke’s BBQ about 1:00 to 1:30 pm with no problem.

SAVHA Annual Spring Tour of Old Jolon by Susan Raycraft

In 2006, during research for Arcadia Publishing’s book, San Antonio Valley, I discovered a yellowing copy of the "Monterey Bay" section of the San Jose Mercury dated Monday morning, April 24, 1978, with the headline, "Jolon and its wildflowers ripe for a visit." I set it aside for a time such as now, when the San Antonio Valley Historical Association's (SAVHA) Spring Tour will once again visit Jolon, the place of the association's birth, during wildflower time. Mercury staff writer Patricia Loomis wrote thirty-two years ago, "All that remains of the old town of Jolon, once a flourishing settlement on the old route of El Camino Real, are the ruins of the 1870 Dutton Hotel. It once boasted saloons, two hotels, a post office, store and blacksmith shop."

But she was wrong! Back then the old Tidball Store still stood in a state of some disrepair, and today it has been preserved through the efforts of SAVHA and the Scaggs Foundation. So while the Dutton ruins have continued to deteriorate beneath the poorly constructed shelter built by the Seebees to protect its shell, the Tidball still stands, though sadly in need of much attention. And of course, there is St. Luke's Episcopal Church!
Hesperia Hall members and friends interested in visiting the site of the once thriving town of Jolon and other places of historical interest nearby are invited to join the San Antonio Valley Historical Association's annual Spring Tour on Saturday, April 17. We will meet at 11:00 am at St Luke's, where we will enjoy an early potluck meal; I suppose we could call it brunch! Participants are invited to bring dishes to share, or, if they prefer, just bring their own, or come by noon in time to join the tour. We will discuss the day's plan and share information and reminiscences of the history of the places we will visit during the day. We'll start our tour after lunch at the lovely St. Luke's Church, where Vicar and new SAVHA Board Member Robert Seifert will show us the old church and the recent work that has been done to preserve it. Robert has blown up some of SAVHA's historic photos which will be on display, and prints can be ordered for your own copies of our over 1,000 historic photographs. We will also visit the historic cemetery where the Jolon Brodiaea grows profusely and where wooden crosses still stand the ravages of time and weather.
From St. Luke's, we will proceed across the street to the old Tidball store. Due to its unsafe condition, only limited access to the interior will be allowed. The ruins of the Dutton will be our next stop, and then family graves behind the ruins. We will enter Fort Hunter Liggett, where the driver of each car will be asked to show proof of current insurance, and each occupant will be required to show identification. We'll pass by the "triangle" at the entrance to the fort where the endangered Purple Amole and Jolon Brodiaea grow together; you may want to walk through it on your way home later in the day. We will proceed left at the first road to visit the Gil Adobe, the only surviving adobe on Fort Hunter Liggett property. We also hope to be able to view the grave of a Civil War soldier buried on Hunter Liggett property. We've just been informed by the army that soldiers will be camping nearby, so if access is denied to the Gil, we'll try to get permission to see other sites usually off limits. Keep your fingers crossed.
We will then proceed to Julia Morgan's Hacienda, and from there on to Mission San Antonio, where the gift shop is a fitting place to end our formal tour. From there, some may choose to caravan into the National Forest to the Wagon Cave and Indians Campground, viewing wildflowers along the way.

Should the weather on April 17 become extreme, the alternate rain date is the following Saturday, April 24. If you are in doubt as to whether the event is proceeding on the 17th, you can check by calling SuRay's cell at (831) 214-2732, or Ann's at (831) 235-0397.
Fishing with Rich by Rich Lingor

As fishing enthusiasts see confining winter weather lose its grip, angling passion stirs. Water temperatures respond to cumulative weather trends. Warming water in the spring draws fish shallow in incremental stages as our seasonal transition flows from chilly winter cold fronts into more temperate influences of warmer days and nights, longer hours of daylight and shorter nights. The environment around us responds with budding life, and aquatic inhabitants follow environmental shifts of seasonal trends. Newly inundated structural elements and terrestrial weeds and brush attract migrating fish. Fish tend to follow rising water.

Watching the blossoming springtime season overcome late winter cold fronts triggers the dormant fishing fever of afflicted anglers. Grasses need to sprout, wildflowers need to bloom, and fishermen need to fish! Calendar, weather, and water temperature are elements of the fishing theory that drive the informed angler. Analysis and assessment of the biological and environmental influences on the target of our passion is an interesting exercise, but there is nothing like getting out on the water, putting theory to the test through practical application. 

To report with credibility, a field research trip was in order. John Plumb and yours truly tested the waters successfully on deadline for publication day (3-15-10). We found fish willing to bite and respond to our presentations. Colder sections of the lake held fish in deeper zones at 32 to 45 feet, awaiting warmer temperatures. Warmer sections yielded shallow fish. The delightful weather that enhanced our experience is one more variable to consider for solving the evolving piscatorial puzzle. The lakes are rising and the weather is warming. It's time to get the kinks out of your fishing line. It felt good to get the kinks out of mine!

Portraits of Home by Rupert Lyle

Georgie and her husband Pat have been a part of the Hall scene for many years. As hard-working volunteers, they’re usually around when Hall chores are to be done, but Georgie is best known as a quilter extraordinaire. This is her story. Hall News (HN) speaks with Georgiana Selfridge.
HN: Tell us a little about your family and where and how you grew up.
Georgie: My father was Belgian and came to this country in 1924. He worked and walked his way across the country and met my mother in the Imperial Valley of Southern California. They had a small dairy, and I was number six of nine children. With the coming of the Depression, we lost the dairy and began to move up and down California following the crops. All of us kids worked at times alongside our father picking cotton, carrots, whatever was in season. By 1942 we were permanently based in Salinas, and I graduated from Salinas High in ‘50. We spoke English and Spanish at home, and my father spoke five languages.
HN: What brought you to Bryson-Hesperia, and when?
Georgie: I started to live here in 1963. I had been living in King City for ten years by then, and when Lake Nacimiento was built; my in-laws would come out here fishing. We all liked the area and my first husband, Dub McCabe, and I bought the land where I still live from Rose Akers. She owned the property where the Brands and Plumbs now live as well as our piece. We built the house that year, and I can remember cutting lumber for it when we heard of President Kennedy's assassination.
HN: How do you spend your time here? 
Georgie: We travel every year, taking our RV to Idaho where Pat hunts elk. We’ve also been up to Alaska with the RV. I do a lot of quilting, both at the Hall and on a quilt that I make for Mission San Antonio every year. Otherwise, it’s the usual tasks of everyday life that keep me busy!
HN: Tell us about your family now.
Georgie: My husband Pat and I have been together for thirty-six years now. My daughter Tweetie now lives on the Big Island of Hawaii with her husband and two of her three children. She used to be the postmistress at Lockwood.
HN: What do you like best about life here?
Georgie: The people, the weather. The heat doesn’t bother me. The landscape. I especially like the weeds that grow here, the chamise and the brush.
HN: What is your favorite memory of the area? 
Georgie: When we first moved here there used to be these fantastic dances at the Hall. People from this area and Lockwood would come and dance the Virginia Reel and other old-fashioned dances. Sometimes there’d be musicians, Velma Dayton would play the piano, and other times we’d dance to records. There were benches along the side walls, and young children would sleep on them. I don’t remember how often we held them, but in my memory they seemed quite frequent.
HN: How have you seen Bryson-Hesperia change over the nearly fifty years that you’ve been here?
Georgie: There are many new homes and new people. Back in ’63, Interlake Road had not yet been built, and Lake San Antonio didn’t exist. To get here from King City, we’d take Jolon Road through Lockwood and turn onto Pleyto Road where the Way Station is now. We’d go across a bridge over the river and past the cemetery and the Planett ranch to what is now the intersection of Bryson-Hesperia and Interlake Roads. We had the telephone, but it was a party line shared with three others. For messages we’d go across the road to Bill Parlett’s. Pleyto School, located part way along Sapaque Road, was still in operation then, and my daughter Tweetie, along with Debbie Smith and Billy Dayton, would be picked up by the teacher in his station wagon and taken to school.
HN: How do you see the community changing over the next twenty-five years? How would you like to see it change?
Georgie: I would like to see things remain the same, people helping each other, the community remaining strong. I think there will be more people moving in and that the area will get more congested, although it seems to me that the time of greatest change was when the lakes were built and so many people were introduced to the area for the first time.
HN: Thank you, Georgie.

This Month in the Garden by Carolyn Lingor

Don’t be fooled by the balmy weather we’ve had in the middle of March. We may very well still get another hard freeze, so don’t put your warm weather seedlings out in the ground until the end of April or you just may lose all your hard work of starting seedlings indoors. If the seedlings are getting too big, put them into larger pots. If you move tomatoes up to larger pots, try burying the stem up to the first set of leaves. They will develop a strong root system that way and hopefully produce more fruit. At the end of the month, it should be safe to plant out your precious seedlings. Beginning the last week of April, you can start direct sowing warm weather vegetables since they most likely won’t germinate before all danger of frost is past. Vegetables that are harvested over a short period of time, such as bush beans, carrots, corn, or beets, are good candidates for successive direct planting so that you don’t get too much at all once.

Toward the end of April, you can also start direct sowing annual and perennial flowers as well as dividing plants such as daylilies. Wait to divide bearded iris until after they finish their spring flush of bloom. You can plant bulbs of gladiolus and dahlias this month. If your trees are starting to set fruit, don’t forget to thin it. I know a lot of people feel terrible about “wasting” the fruit, but a tree can only bring a certain amount of fruit to maturity anyway, and if you leave too much on, the branches can break and cause a lot of damage to the tree in addition to the fact that you’ll lose all that fruit anyway. So be brave and thin. You can do a little at a time so that you don’t feel like you’re being too brutal. Above all, don’t forget to enjoy the beautiful early spring weather.
