My friend once gave me a book to read to my grandkids titled Millions and Millions of Cats. The reason for this gift was his way of telling me I had too many cats. The reason I have cats is to control the rodent population around my house. The reason I had too many cats is because as soon as you invest money in them, they often disappear, which is discouraging. The cats who seem to hang around are the ones who have babies. They aren’t actually pets, and they are often difficult to catch. Sometimes I can find homes for the kittens, that is, if I can find the kittens before they are too wild to catch. Sometimes they hang around for a while before they disappear. Sometimes they appear from out of nowhere.

I don’t really have millions and millions of cats. It just seems that way sometimes. I was finally able to have two females spayed at a Spay Day sponsored by Monterey County a couple of years ago. So, thanks to the Angelina Fund, that cat is spayed, and I’ll keep trying to catch my cat to have her spayed. Hopefully I can give away the kittens. If not, it’s back to the Angelina Fund in a continued effort to end the cycle of unwanted kittens.

Ranch WiFi and I by Tom Walters

One of the very few negatives of living so far out has been, at least for me, a problematic internet connection. Having been in “bandwidth purgatory” more than once, I was encouraged when several new options to dial-up and satellite were recently offered. Several of the big phone companies now provide an internet connection, but at Fred Kenyon’s suggestion, I checked out Ranch WiFi.

The company, started by a former architect in Cayucos, pulled a fiber cable up to the southern ridge of the Coastal Range and started broadcasting.

The service requires a line-of-sight to the tower. It offers download speeds of 1, 3, or 5 Mbps at rates of $45, $65, or $95 per month respectively. The upload speeds, in my experience, are about two-thirds of download speed. Best of all there are no download limits.

The 3 Mbps option has been great for jumping quickly between web sites, watching the occasional video, and supporting our in-house network, allowing my wife Barbara and me to use different computers simultaneously.

This Month in the Garden by Carolyn Lingor

There’s nothing like the soothing sound of splashing water on a hot summer day. If you don’t have a water feature in your garden, I highly recommend putting one in. It doesn’t have to be expensive or fancy. Even a half wine barrel with a plastic or rubber liner will do the trick. Use the smallest pond pump you can find with a bubbler or sprayer attachment. This keeps the pond aerated, which is important in such a small pond. Add a couple of goldfish and at least one water plant, sit back, and enjoy. If you go this route, place the barrel where it gets afternoon shade. This is how I started out water gardening, but I was quickly hooked on the low maintenance and soothing sounds. Even with the wine barrel pond, do not take it apart and clean it out totally more than once a year. A well-balanced habitat does not need frequent cleaning. We have never cleaned our pond and everything in it is thriving. Do try to keep leaves and other debris skimmed off the top.

If you decide to go with a bigger project, keep in mind that you really can’t have too big a pond. The only limits may be the size of your garden and your energy level. I recommend you use a backhoe or Bobcat if you don’t have an excellent chiropractor. (Why do the gophers and squirrels find it so easy?) Once the hole is dug, line it with at least one layer, or, ideally, with two layers of hardware cloth, since it’s harder for gophers and squirrels to dig through. You should then place some type of padding over the wire. Old carpet, which can be obtained for just the work of hauling it away from most flooring stores, is a good option. Then place a rubber pond liner over the carpet. If you’re not fortunate enough to have a lot of granite river rocks to hold down the edge, you can use bricks or other heavy objects, covering the rest of the edge with dirt from the hole you’ve dug. This should be done before you start to fill the pond with water.

It’s a good idea to make one end deeper than the opposite side and to leave an easy slope so that any critters or pets that may fall into the pond will be able to get out. The fish benefit from having a deep area where they can get away from herons and the occasional raccoon. The gentle slope is also handy when you need to get into the pond to divide overcrowded potted plants or to set them back in place if they get knocked over by the wind. Add a few plants in pots stacked on top of cinder blocks so they’re at the right level, being sure to include a couple of water lilies. I’ve found that our clay soil makes a fine planting medium for water plants. Line the pots with screening material, nylon, so it won’t rust, or buy special water plant pots. The screening material keeps the soil from washing away too much. It’s ideal to have up to two-thirds of the water surface covered with plants such as water lily pads. Birds of multiple varieties make daily stops in our garden. The smaller birds land on the water lily pads to get a drink and also to take the occasional bath while the larger ones tiptoe down the rocks to get their drinks.

For a medium to large pond, you should get a large capacity pump and a biofilter. I highly recommend the biofilter as it helps keep your pond healthy and balanced with a minimum of algae. Ideally the filter should be cleaned once a week. You may still have to pull some string algae out, but be sure to leave some behind because the goldfish feed on it and lay their eggs there as well. Goldfish don’t really need the aeration in a large pond, but what’s the point of having a pond if you don’t have that sound of splashing water? If you go with goldfish, select a few white and dark colored fish to begin with, and you are bound to end up with some with very interesting markings. Your pond is likely to also become home to hundreds of tadpoles every spring and frogs year-round. Toads also breed in the pond although they live in the garden the rest of the year.

If you build it, they will come. If you’re concerned about paying to pump all that water into a largish pond, build it in the fall and let the winter and spring rains fill it. As long as there is about a foot of water in the pond, it’s safe to put fish in it. All ponds should be dug at least eighteen inches deep initially so that the fish can survive the winter.
