CalStar Enrollment by Lois Lindley

The current Group Memberships for CalStar Air Rescue helicopter service will expire on June 13, 2010. All current members should have received a renewal notice from CalStar; renewal checks are to be sent directly to CalStar. To continue in the group membership plan, you MUST be a member of Hesperia Hall Foundation.

All members of Hesperia Hall Foundation are eligible to enroll in the CalStar membership program. Applications are available at Hesperia Hall and from Group Coordinator Lois Lindley, (805) 472-9556. To enroll if you are not currently a CalStar member, send a completed and signed CalStar Enrollment Form and a check for $35.00 made out to “CalStar Air Ambulance” to CALSTAR as instructed on the enrollment form.

CalStar Air Rescue helicopter service membership program is available for individuals and families to cover the cost of their emergency air rescue service. The definition of a family for a family membership is quite broad, basically all legal dependents in the immediate family, including dependent children away at school; it also covers domestic partners.

The membership covers air rescue by CalStar and reciprocal programs. If a member already has health insurance covering air ambulance services, this would be a secondary insurance. The plan applies to the use of their helicopter within a 150 mile radius of any CalStar base, and can be inter-hospital or from the field to a hospital, and use of their airplane within a 600-mile radius.

Please note that CalStar is not the only helicopter air rescue service operating in this area, and this membership would not cover the cost of a competing service. The Highway Patrol will cooperate in calling CalStar if they are aware that membership exists.

CERT Training Continues by Ann Brown

As part of the emergency planning for this area, Carla Martinez and Ann Brown are taking CERT (Community Emergency Response Team) training in Salinas. So far, the class has learned about putting out small fires, locating people after an emergency, analyzing injuries, and first aid treatment of injuries. Next will be light search and rescue. The class homework includes getting our own homes and families ready for an emergency, such as having an out-of-state contact for family members to call and a meeting place on the ranch as well as in town.
There is a lot to know and to learn about preparing for an emergency or disaster. Most people would benefit from taking some of the classes the Red Cross offers. The Red Cross also has an excellent web site at www.redcross.org. Take a look at the site, and explore the Preparing and Getting Trained section. There are lists of items that you can have on hand to make your life easier in the event of an emergency.

Viva La Fiesta by Jane Miller

Homemade pies, cakes, and cookies will be on sale at the dessert booth. Cold water, sodas, and beer and local wines will be sold. Dance music will be provided by local band Littlecreek and the norteño group, Misioneros del Valle. After eating, you can visit the children’s games and vendor booths. Because this is a fundraising event, please do not bring your own coolers or drinks.

This Month in the Garden by Carolyn Lingor
As we say a fond farewell to the glorious spring we have had this year, it’s time to buckle down and prepare for the scorching summer days that are on the way. If you haven’t already taken care of the job, check your watering systems to see that they are functioning properly. I just came in from starting up one of my brand new soaker hoses, only to get a face full of water because some rotten critter ate a hole in it. Don’t forget to tread with care, because snakes are out of their winter hibernation. Also, be careful when sticking your hand into the thick foliage of any plants because snakes love to hide there in the cool shade. You can poke around with a stick or rake handle to make sure it is safe.

Finish up thinning fruit from deciduous fruit trees early in the month. You can still plant seeds of summer vegetables, understanding that you will just get a later crop.

One of the big problems in the garden this time of year can be pests such as thrips and whiteflies. Thrips are difficult to see, so check for damage such as distorted flowers on roses and scratched stems and leaves on gladioli and beans. The best cure is to spray with insecticidal soap or Ultra-Fine Spray Oil. It is best to do this job early in the morning so that plants have a chance to dry before evening and reduce chances of powdery mildew. A decent cure for powdery mildew is to mix a teaspoon of baking soda with a gallon of water and spray on foliage once a week or so. The baking soda changes the acidity of the environment and makes plants less susceptible. For whiteflies, about the only cure is to release ladybugs, or, if you have the courage, spiders that you find indoors into the garden. If you purchase ladybugs to release, pre-chill the container in the refrigerator for an hour, then moisten some foliage and place the ladybugs on the moistened foliage. The adults may fly away, but they will probably lay eggs, and you should have a good crop of them from then on.

Now is a good time to side dress established vegetables with well-rotted compost. Strawberries tend to put out a lot of growth and send out runners this month and thereby slow production of fruit. If you want a good crop, clip off the runners as they appear, and be sure not to allow the plants to dry out, or fruiting will stop. Be sure to keep up on harvesting all your fruits and vegetables to keep production going. Also, be sure to deadhead (clip off spent blossoms) annuals and perennials to encourage bloom throughout the summer.

And, don’t forget to take care of the gardener. Put on sunscreen and a hat!

Cooking from the Garden by Kate Snell
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As we all wait for the first tomatoes, squash, and corn from the summer garden, we look desperately for a fresh vegetable to enjoy. The perfect transition vegetable from the winter to summer garden is Swiss chard. It bolts later than the other cool season vegetables, is hardy, and does not require buckets of water. I start the seeds in well-prepared ground in early fall, although it can be started in early to late spring also. It germinates well, and the thinnings can be used in salad. At the end of the season, I let one or two plants go to seed to save for next year (and you will get lots of volunteers as well). There are many fine varieties in a wide spectrum of colors, although my favorite is Argentata. I use my chard in stuffed pasta, curried Indian greens, as calzone filling with mushrooms, and in soup (see below). It can be used in any recipe calling for spinach and is wonderful sautéed with a little garlic or simply steamed. Chard goes well with cannelli beans, as utilized in the following recipe:

Caldo Gallego
1 lb. cannelli/great northern beans

1 ham hock or smoked turkey leg

2-3 tbsp. olive oil

1 medium onion chopped

2+ crushed garlic cloves

½ tsp. ground black pepper

1 tsp. fresh oregano

½ tsp. red pepper flakes

2 cups chopped Swiss chard

1 ½ cups sliced carrots

1 chopped red potato
Soak beans for several hours, rinse, and drain. Sauté chopped onion and garlic with olive oil in 4-6 quart pot for 3-4 minutes. Add black pepper, oregano, and red pepper flakes. Put ham hock/turkey leg in the pot and sauté for 3-4 minutes more. Add beans, cover with 2+ quarts of water and simmer until beans are barely tender, which can take a couple of hours. Add chard, carrots and potatoes to soup and simmer for 45 minutes longer. Salt to taste and serve.

Naturalist Notebook: My New Neighbors by Charles Ewing
He said he would not ransom Mortimer,

Forbade my tongue to speak of Mortimer;

But I will find him when he lies asleep,

And in his ear I'll holla 'Mortimer!'

Nay,

I'll have a starling shall be taught to speak

Nothing but 'Mortimer,' and give it him,

To keep his anger still in motion.
This single quote from Shakespeare’s King Henry IV prompted Eugene Scheiffelin of the American Acclimatization Society for European Settlers to champion the release of sixty European starlings in New York City's Central Park in the year 1890. The next year he released forty more.

The Acclimatization Society’s benevolent mission was to make new immigrants feel more at home by introducing plants and animals from their native countries. Eugene Scheiffelin’s personal spin on this theme was to introduce to the United States all the birds ever mentioned in a Shakespearean work. With regards to the European starling (Sturnus vulgaris), Scheiffelin was extraordinarily successful. Of the original sixteen pairs that survived those first two winters, starlings have multiplied into millions upon millions and now range across the North American continent from southern Mexico to Alaska.
Starlings are warily smart. They’re omnivorous. In the fall and winter they can congregate in flocks that can number several thousand birds. Watching one of these great flocks execute intricate aerial maneuvers as if it were one body is a marvel to behold. Farmers and ranchers shudder as one of these flocks descend on their field, vineyard, or feedlot. My main complaint with starlings is that they aggressively compete with our native songbirds. Starlings particularly threaten cavity-nesting songsters, such as Western bluebirds. As we humans tame the land, these speckled curmudgeons move in. Year by year, I’ve watched them moving up the Sapaque Valley toward Liz’s and my homeplace. Now they’re here.

Woe to Mr. Scheiffelin and his misguided society! How I wish they had known more wildlife biology.

Portraits of Home by Rupert Lyle

Along with her husband Dustin, Jane is a thirty-year resident of Bryson-Hesperia. A stalwart of Mission San Antonio, she has also been active at the Hall and until recently was an editor of this newsletter. Hall News (HN) speaks with Jane Miller.

HN: Tell us a little about your family and where and how you grew up.

Jane: I am one of three children and was born in Boston. When I was three months old, the family moved out to L.A. where my Dad started teaching economics at UCLA. I grew up in Los Angeles and attended a Catholic girl’s high school before going on to study Social Welfare at UC Berkley.

HN: What brought you to Bryson-Hesperia, and when?

Jane: While at Cal, I met Dustin and in ‘79 we moved to our place at the end of Sapaque Road. Along with Dustin’s childhood friend, Charles Ewing, we planned to grow grapes commercially. We quickly reset our sights, but we still grow and pick grapes and make wine for our own use.

HN: How do you spend your time here?

Jane: I’m retired now, which I enjoy very much. I read, garden, and spend a lot of time at the mission where I’m a member of the Museum Committee (along with Hall members Babette Smith, Anne Beckett, and Carol Kenyon).

HN: What job have you most enjoyed in your work career?

Jane: Teaching sixth grade at the San Lorenzo Middle School in King City. I enjoyed the kids, seeing how my classes changed from year to year, and trying to deal with the challenges inherent to the age group. The most difficult times were when I had unruly (read: predominantly male!) groups and felt all my effort had to go into keeping order with no time left to actually teach. The No Child Left Behind legislation, with its emphasis on constant testing, also got in the way of teaching, at least as I liked to do it. Overall, however, I felt that I was doing a worthwhile job. Apart from the students, I also enjoyed the company of my colleagues, and I do miss that now.

HN: Tell us about your family now.

Jane: Besides my husband Dustin, I have a brother who is a teacher in Oregon and a sister who is a hospital chaplain in Boston.

HN: What do you like best about life here?
Jane: I love the beauty of the setting here. During my teaching career I had to drive fifty minutes to King City each day, but it was so lovely that it was never a hardship. Our neighbors have always been special. Many of those who welcomed us here in ‘79 are no longer around, but those who have replaced them are just as unique.

HN: What is your favorite memory of the area?

Jane: It is actually not one memory but many over the years we’ve been here. It is the Christmas party that Jo Geary throws every year. It has always been nice to know that if you are not visiting family or friends on Christmas Day there is a place where you are welcome. Over the years Dustin and I have celebrated the holiday with Jo and many friends and neighbors from Bryson and Lockwood. Jo used to say that she invited all the strays to come to her house or, as the numbers grew, to the Hall. Sometimes we would be asked to pick up an old timer who was without transportation but not forgotten. Jo puts out a wonderful spread and everyone brings something as well. There is always wine to drink and conversation to enjoy. A wonderful tradition.

HN: How have you seen Bryson-Hesperia change over the time you’ve been here?

Jane: There are more people now —and this has been a good thing for the hall. At one point it was almost moribund, and it was largely the efforts of Jo Geary that kept it going. Now it seems very strong. The newer residents are really appreciative and support it. Living here over a period of time has given us a perspective on the droughts as they come and go. The year that we built our house it rained 40 to 50 inches, which, of course, gave us a totally false idea of what to expect!

HN: How would you like to see the community change over the next twenty-five years?

Jane: I would not like to see things change too much, but I’d like the community feeling to continue to grow.

Fishing with Rich by Rich Lingor

Our local lakes have come out of hibernation. Water temperatures have warmed to comfortable levels for the varieties of fish that inhabit our Central Coast reservoirs. They have been responding with renewed vigor and energy to the more favorable conditions of their environment. The fish have stopped shivering and are active and feeding. Late spring conditions are in full swing. This seasonal pattern of activity is a special time of year looked forward to by both the casual and the avid angler. As weather patterns stabilize and winds calm to gentle breezes, an angler's heart is drawn to the water. In early May, responding to these tempting whispers of fishing opportunity, I found myself, along with Tim Foster of Lockwood, pulling in a variety of species including crappie, Bluegill, Bass, Striped Bass, White Bass.

Looking forward into June, as the days get longer and warmer, we can expect the water temperatures to rise. With the summer pattern of warmer temperatures, anglers can anticipate increased recreational watercraft traffic. Shad minnows, the most important part of the forage base, tend to inhabit the shoreline areas of the lake during the early morning, low-light hours. As the sun rises higher overhead, dissipating the shadows and heating the shallow edges, and the boat and personal watercraft (jet ski) traffic accumulates, the feeding activity of the game fish tends to wane. Early-rising anglers should capitalize on the old adage of fishing early and late for best success.

Saturday May 15th was one of those perfect days to be on the water, sharing the angling experience with good friends. Early morning fog and haze gave way to mid-morning, warm sunshine. I had the privilege of the company of Bethany and Abigail Reinstedt and their mom and dad as my guests as they participated in the 15th Annual Ron "The Bear" McKibben Memorial Oak Shores Kids Fishing Derby sponsored by Oak Shores Christian Fellowship. There were 81 kids participating, and the fish were cooperating nicely. To warm up their angling skills, Bethany and Abigail caught about a dozen White Bass and a few under-sized Spotted Bass. By Department of Fish and Game rules, Spotted Bass must be twelve inches long to be legally kept. Both Abigail and Bethany were rewarded for releasing the small Spotted Bass when they both hooked and landed Spotted Bass that comfortably exceeded the legal size limit. Bethany landed a dandy catfish that tested the limits of her strength. Five-year-old Abigail's bass was the biggest bass (2.9 pounds) for the whole derby, and she took home the top prize trophy for Biggest Bass and third place for total weight in the Junior Bass category.

The long weigh-in line for the happy young participants with smiling faces reflected the healthy mood of the fishing opportunity. At the awards ceremony, the weight totals for each species category and age division demonstrated that the lake was living up to its potential. Remarkable catches were reported in every category, including Bass, Catfish, Crappie, Bluegill, and White Bass. All the kids took home some new tackle as plenty of prizes were handed out, courtesy of generous sponsors and the Department of Fish and Game. The fine fishing enhanced the success of the well-run event. Contributors included Mercury Marine, Jim's Pro Bass, BugzBgone, Del Bishop, Gail Radford, Faye Middleton, Bayside Church, Tackle Warehouse, Al's Wholesale Meat, Big 5, Nikki Benson-Fish Sniffer (newspaper), SLO Optimist Club, Keith Westra-Leland Fly Fishing, and "BeenThereCaughtThat" Tackle Store. Hats off and thumbs up to those folks for coming through for the kids in a challenging economic environment.
This was my first experience with this event, and I was impressed and had a great time. To anyone involved in the hard work and production, you can be proud. Ron "The Bear" is smiling somewhere!
Haying in the Hills by Wayne Harris
It was about this time of year, in May, that the early ranchers of the area would begin thinking about haying. The wild oats would begin to mature soon to the right point. The hay barns would be about empty from the winter months of feeding the cattle, especially the milk cows.

When the oat seed would become “milkable,” it was time to cut them for hay. I guess I should explain; you maybe don’t realize that you can milk wild oats. There is a time as the oat seed develops that, when you squeeze the developing kernel, a drop of white juice will appear. When that happens, it is time to mow the hay. The nutritional value is at its peak and the grain will stay attached to the stalk, thus, quality hay 

The fields would then be mowed by riding a horse-pulled mower around and around the field, cutting a swath about eight feet wide. After lying in the field a few days to cure, the hay would be raked into rows by a horse-pulled rake. The rake was again an implement about twelve to fifteen feet wide with large wheels on the ends. In between was a set of half circle, springy tongs approximately three feet in diameter. About in the center was an elevated seat for the operator to ride in. A foot pedal would engage some “dogs” on the wheels to raise the rake; a lever would release the rake back down so that a row of hay could be formed. After the field had been raked into rows, then the farmer would go down the length of the rows and pull the hay into bunches, releasing it by a foot pedal.

The farmer then would walk down these rows and, by hand, work the hay into neat shocks to cure more. Then, after full curing, the next step would begin. If it happened to rain a little at this point, the farmer would have to re-shock the hay by hand for it to dry out again. During my first eighteen years of life, we never had a tractor on the ranch. The work all had to be done by hand and by four-legged horse power. June and July would be the months to store the hay into the barn.

Now I will try to describe the barn of the pioneer ranches. It generally consisted of three sections running lengthwise of the building. One section would often be used for storage of equipment and the storage of harness for the horses. The larger center area would be used for storing hay. The third section included the stalls for feeding the cows and the area in which the milking of cows was performed, especially during the rainy season.

Now comes my challenge of trying to describe the center section in a way that you can picture in your mind! It was the larger and higher part or section. On one end there was a covered protrusion to cover the Jackson Fork carriage track. The Jackson Fork was a device about three or four feet wide with curved tongs. This was used to carry the hay from the wagon into the barn. Its track ran the full length of the barn plus the protrusion. The Jackson Fork was pulled by a rope that was a little over three times the height plus the length of the barn.

In the wagon was one man who would lower the Jackson fork down into the wagon full of hay. He would push it down into the load until it was filled with hay. At the other end was a single line hitched to one of the horses. When okayed, the horse would be driven forward, lifting the Jackson Fork loaded with hay, and along the track it would go until at the right location. The man inside would yell, “Okay!” The man in the wagon would pull another rope that would release the load of hay. The person driving the horse hitched to the other end would then stop and unhitch the horse. The rope would then be pulled back to the wagon to be reloaded. So the load was emptied only to be reloaded in the field. My first job as a child would be driving the pull horse.

Now haying is done by gas-operated equipment —cut, baled, hauled, and stacked by one man in an air-conditioned cab, listening to music, and turning on the GPS to do the steering. Wow. How times have changed!
