Being Prepared by Linda Plumb

On January 23 a group of neighbors from Lockwood to Bryson-Hesperia had the opportunity to meet with Sandy and Joe Monza of the Monterey County Red Cross. During the day, Joe and Sandy shared their knowledge and experiences in reference to three areas: "Fulfilling Our Mission," "Mass Care Overview," and "Building Community Response — Partner Agency Shelter Operations Workshop."

The levels of interest and expectation with which the participants had come to the session became clear as the day progressed and discussion topics were introduced. Our understanding of how to utilize Red Cross resources grew throughout the day of training. Thanks in large part to our neighbor and fellow attendee, Jack Lindley, an experienced past member of a Red Cross Disaster Action Team, we recognized that we can take steps locally as individuals and as a community to be prepared. 

Highlighting the importance of this session was the acknowledgement that in the face of hard economic times at the local, state, national, and global levels, it is becoming imperative that localities assure that there is a plan for local response to disaster. Having had our own potential disaster last summer with not one, but two fires at our doorsteps, realizing the possibility of the need to respond became critical. The response we’re discussing is not about fighting fire but about how multiple injuries, need for food and shelter, communication, medical care, etc. would be addressed. There are other possible disasters to consider such as earthquake, landslides, a hazardous waste spill, and even the potential for some incident on the neighboring fort that could impact wellbeing in the vicinity. With all of these points being raised, we shared some ideas to help us continue thinking about how we might prepare for a worst-case scenario.

As follow-up, Rick Havens, Co-Disaster Chair for Monterey County, visited with most of the same group on February 11 at Hesperia Hall. After discussion and with Rick’s guidance, the group decided to have a program called “Client Case Work” taught by the Red Cross to continue training. This class will be held at Hesperia Hall on Saturday, March 6, from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm. In addition, for those interested there will be a CPR class on Saturday, April 10. We do need a minimum number of attendees in order to hold the training, so we encourage friends and family in the community to take advantage of this class. The class will 
be held at Hesperia Hall, will begin at 9:00 am, and will cost $15 per person. The Fire Company has even reached out proactively by offering to sponsor ten attendees should they not be able to pay themselves. We are very grateful for these sponsorships. Most of us live here because we believe in self-reliance, independence, and personal responsibility. To date we’ve been able to take care of most of our needs by being independent individuals and good neighbors. Let’s hope we never need to go beyond that, but at the same time, let’s be prepared.

This Month in the Garden by Carolyn Lingor

Now, spring is really on its way. The buds on my fruit trees are just starting to pop open. That mean it’s time to get serious about starting your summer vegetables indoors. Some root vegetables such as carrots and potatoes don’t transplant well, so you should wait until the end of next month to plant them directly in your garden. I have also been more successful in my efforts by waiting to direct sow squash and beans. It should take around six weeks to germinate, mature and harden off your new vegetable plants, and they should not be planted outside until toward the end of April, so keep that in mind as you plan. There is still time to continue to direct sow cool weather vegetables such as successive crops of lettuce and other greens.

March is also a great month to check watering systems and replace or make any necessary repairs, since most plants are either just putting out new growth or have been pruned back, making soakers and drip systems more accessible without damaging permanent plantings. For the same reasons, now is the best time to get a head start on pulling weeds that are emerging everywhere after all our wonderful rain. The rain has also softened the soil, making weed pulling almost pleasurable.

Be sure to leave the foliage on spring bulbs until all of it is dead. The bulbs need to be able to store the nutrients in order to bloom next year. Don’t forget to cut some daffodils and tulips to enjoy indoors, especially if there is heavy rain predicted, since the rain can beat the blooms into the ground.

From the Top of Santa Lucia by Wayne Harris

Sorry, folks. This will not be a real historical article, but it is a mid-life experience of my own….

One summer I was camping by myself at the Indians Campground. It is a good, small, private type of campground with nice trees and a pretty stream nearby. One morning I noticed, at a trailhead, a sign that pointed toward Mount Santa Lucia. Ah, I thought, what a nice trip that would make. So with only a camera in my hand, I headed up that trail.

About half way to the top I sat down along the trail to rest. Below me was a canyon in which a nice groove of trees was growing. The quietness was suddenly broken by the fearful roar of a couple of mountain lions arguing about something. Wow. What a sound! I stood up to look. The roaring ceased. I thought, “Here I am with only a camera in my hand,” so I took off climbing up the trail.

I reached the top to look at one of the grandest of views. The view to the east was blocked by haze, but as I looked westward, I could see a big ship far out to sea, cruising slowly southward. Then I looked north. I couldn’t believe my eyes. The air was so clear that I could see the sandy beaches on the northern borders of the Monterey Bay. What a grand view! Air so clear!

I climbed the fire-watch stations, abandoned but still standing. The people who had manned the old lookouts could not have seen grander views. I then began down the trail, cautiously, past the area where I had heard the most fearful sound of my life.

(Note: In my youth the mountain was generally called Saint Lucia. It was later that the name was officially changed to Junipero Serra Peak.)

Portraits of Home by Rupert Lyle

Since their arrival in the area fifteen years ago, Ann and Jay Brown have worked tirelessly and generously for the Hall. Ann remains on the Hesperia Hall Board and is Membership and Event Chairperson. This month, Hall News (HN) speaks with Ann Brown.
HN: Tell us a little about your family and where and how you grew up.
Ann: I was born in Pasadena, Texas, near Houston. My father worked for Shell Chemical and had been posted there, although both he and my mother were from San Francisco. I was seven when we moved to Garden Grove, Orange County. I went on to Cal State Long Beach where I was an English major and met Jay on a blind date! I have two sisters, Jo who lives in Cayucos, and Sally who lives in Northern California.
HN: What brought you to Bryson-Hesperia, and when?
Ann: We bought the ranch in ‘95. My parents had moved to Morro Bay, and we got to know the area because of that. We sold our business in ‘96 and moved here full time in ‘97.
HN: How do you spend your time here?
Ann: My mom lives in San Luis, so I visit her. I’m a board member of the Community Foundation of Monterey County, which gives grants to non-profits —crisis helplines, food kitchens and shelters, and, in better economic times, to the arts. I’m the president of the Monterey Cattle Women, which supports the cattle industry, and also a member of the SLO chapter of the California Women for Agriculture. Both organizations work to help those who work in agriculture, where I feel that the small farmer is being legislated out of business. More locally, I’m on the board of the Hall. Both Jay and I love to ride, and we take riding lessons every week. We also like to travel, and this year we plan to take a river cruise through the Amazon rain forest. I quilt, both at the Hall in Home Bureau and at home.
HN: What job have you most enjoyed in your work career?
Ann: Straight out of school I worked in Store Planning for Sears. This meant that I got to choose decor —flooring, lighting, etc.— to go with the intended merchandise. At my and Jay’s company that made heart monitors, I did a little of everything, including daycare!
HN: Tell us about your family now.
Ann: We have two daughters, one in San Diego working in Human Resources consulting and the other who lives in Rancho Palos Verdes and is a full-time mom. My mother is 89 and lives in San Luis. In our early days here, she used to come frequently to the Hall. 
HN: What do you like best about life here?
Ann: The quiet, the space, the people, and the slower pace of country living.
HN: What is your favorite memory of the area?

Ann: A few years ago, our older daughter Katie saw a large group of pigs running across the meadow below the house. They were sows and piglets, and the sows were trying to herd the babies across the open space, but with little success. The piglets were scattering in all directions until one huge sow flopped over on her side, and they all converged on her to nurse! I will also never forget the day that we hosted one of Charles Ewing’s nature walks, and a Bald Eagle perched on a tree stump as we all walked past.
HN: How have you seen Bryson-Hesperia change over the years you’ve been here?
Ann: I think the thing I’ve noticed the most is seeing the number of people wanting to participate in the life of the community. That’s led to all sorts of activities at the Hall —concerts, shows, talks and tours, the produce exchange —not just the monthly potlucks.
HN: How would you like to see the community change over the next twenty-five years?
Ann: I love things as they are, but of course change is inevitable. I’d like to see a wider group of people involved in the functioning of the Hall. I’d also like to see even more activities take place there.

Fishing with Rich by Rich Lingor

The hills are green. The rivers and streams are flowing. The reservoirs are filling. Springtime warmth, weather, and ambience have taken hold with the momentum of an early start. The December overnight low temperatures that froze puddles and water hoses faded gently. With the above-average rainfall, low temperatures held above freezing through January and into mid-February. (Editors’ deadline is the 15th.) The lake water temperatures have not been hammered by the brutal lows that gripped the first two months of recent years. Warm days have more influence on the water temperature. When colder average overnight lows are the rule, the fish might stay in their deep-water winter home until April. The seasonal migration of our favorite fish from the deep to the shallows has a good chance of being well under way in March.

Nacimiento has grown from 11% of capacity in December to 44% in February. San Antonio has risen from 33% to 46%. Lopez is at 57%, and Santa Margarita has swollen from under 50% to over 90%! December through March are historically the months with the highest average precipitation, so the growth and expansion of our fisheries have a nice chance of compounding on the realized gains.
The White Bass of Nacimiento and the Striped Bass of Lake San Antonio need running water to spawn and will move to the flowing rivers. As new water inundates topographical structure and terrestrial cover, natural instinct drives the fish to follow. As an angler, my passion drives me to anticipate and intercept their path with a prudently placed lure.
Winter keeps most anglers off the lake, so, if you can time the early fish movement, you can be casting to fish that have not seen fishing pressure for a long time. Put some new line on your reel, and I will see you on the water!

The Old Hotel at Jolon by Mayo Hayes O’Donnell

Hold-on, Holon, or Jolon. There have been a number of different stories told as to how the old town of Jolon got its name. One story says that the name was chosen because it was built on the site of an old Indian Ranchería inhabited by the Jolon Tribe, but as far as we know there never was any tribe of Jolon Indians. All Indians in that country belonged to the Salinan Tribe.

Victor Mossop says that he has heard old men tell a different story about it and says when he was a small boy sixty years ago, the story was that in the early gold rush days there were a couple of miners walking up the old Camino Real with their belongings packed on a donkey, going to the mines. When they arrived at the fork in the road about where the new Jolon store now stands they did not know which road to take — the one going to the left and up over the Jolon grade or the one straight ahead which would take them to the San Antonio Mission.

While they were pondering over this question, an Indian came along riding a horse, and being suspicious of all Americans, he started to circle around them. One of the miners called out to him, “Hold-on, Hold-on, we want to talk to you.” But the Indian kept going all the faster. They called again, “Hold-on, Hold-on, we want to ask you a question.”

But the Indian, not understanding English, galloped on up to the Mission and he told the Padre that a couple of Americanos were down at the fork of the road and as he rode by kept calling to him, “Hold-on, Hold-on.” In the Spanish language it would be spelled Jolon, the J taking the place of the H, so since that time, the place in the fork of the road has been called Jolon. Years later when George Dutton and Captain Tidball, two sailors, built the adobe hotel, since known as the Dutton Hotel, which started the town, they named it Jolon in honor of the miners, the Indian, and the story of “Hold-on, Hold-on.”

According to Mr. Mossop, who has told this story, there are many old timers living in that vicinity who will tell you this story.

On Memorial Day, the little Episcopal church “St. Luke’s-in-the-Hills,” was crowded to the doors with worshipers who came to honor those pioneers who had built Jolon and who had lived there in years past.

They and their families lie buried in the little churchyard which was blessed following an 11 o’clock service, with Rev. Vincent Coletta, rector of St. James’ Church, Monterey, officiating. Mrs. Edward McGowan of San Miguel, the daughter-in-law of the Rev. J. L. McGowan, the builder of the church, was present for the service.

According to 1,000 California Place Names, published by the University of California Press, the ranchería was recorded in the early 1800’s. The name of Jolon was applied to the post office in 1860.

At present the old Dutton Hotel, which is about all that is left of the once prosperous town of Jolon, is becoming slowly a ruin. The Monterey County Historical Society has become interested in its restoration and have asked the membership to write letters to their State representative asking that if possible the old adobe be made a State Memorial and restored.

Raffle Quilt Taking Shape

Seven stalwarts of the group met at the Hall on Wednesday, February 24, for a marathon session to layer and baste the finished top, and Kate already has begun the hand quilting process that will create a 2010 quilt well worth what we hope will be a year of record-breaking ticket sales. For the near future, Home Bureau quilters will meet weekly to continue the meticulous and time-consuming task of applying countless tiny stitches through the layers, transforming a surface of intricate piecing into an heirloom-quality quilt.

Home Bureau always welcomes new quilters to its ranks, and the group is eager to include men as well as women, young people as well as the more mature of us. If you wish to test your fine motor skills, come join. One need only show up, or call Kate Snell at 472-2070. Anyone with patience and perseverance can learn to put a needle through layers of fabric and batting and pull it out again, though it takes time and practice to make beautiful stitches that bear close scrutiny. Just ask Georgie Selfridge, who has been creating wonderful quilts with amazing regularity for many years and who is a mainstay in the creation of each year's Hall raffle quilt. Now, there's a lady who can throw a stitch!
But, if plying the needle is not your bent, then you can support the Home Bureau’s efforts by saving your coins and bills to purchase a chance to win the beautiful quilt now in the making. Every penny taken in through ticket sales goes directly to the Hall Scholarship Fund to benefit our local students, all supplies and overhead costs having been absorbed by members and benefactors. More than ever, costs for education are a burden that students and their families need help in shouldering, yet the need for higher levels of education among our young people has never been greater than it is now in our ever more complex world. If our students have the personal discipline, desire, and drive to pursue higher-level skills and learning, whatever support we can offer is an investment in a better future for society in general. In that sense, every raffle ticket sold is a winning ticket. The Hall raffle quilt is a beautiful piece of craftsmanship in itself, and it serves, as well, a worthwhile cause for our immediate community.
