This Month in the Garden by Carolyn Lingor

First I need to make a clarification to my previous column. If you are planting cool weather vegetables in the fall, you will most likely have to provide some frost protection as we reach freezing temperatures. Of course, if you don’t want to be bothered with this extra step, you’ll need to wait until early spring to plant these vegetables. Now is the time, however, to put in garlic, onions and chives. They will survive the cold just fine. You can also continue to plant spring-blooming bulbs as well as continuing to divide and plant other perennials.

November is the ideal time to spread wildflower seed. If you don’t mind getting a little damp, you can do this just as it’s beginning to rain because it’s less likely that the birds will follow you around and eat the seed as you spread it. Otherwise, spread your seed just before rain is predicted. 

Continue to water your garden as needed until the rains come. Then you can just enjoy the holidays.

I CAN Hear You Now by Fred Kenyon with Carol Kenyon

We just got this hot little gift from the kids —a plug-in gadget that extends our “cell zone” or, in old landline vernacular, a booster for our phone signal. It is just what all of us cell phone communicators need for security, and it ensures everyone can confidently distract us whenever we choose to leave it on.

No longer do we have to leave our cell phone on the porch railing to get or make a cell phone call. One night we forgot to bring it in and a fox, mistaking its imitation leather cover for the real thing, hauled it away for a tasty radioactive treat. If you are having reception problems and think this kit will help you, give one a try. Make sure you purchase enough cable. We needed fifty feet to hook the base unit to the one-probe antenna attached to the building where the reception tested okay.

You can tell when it is working right as the unit blinks green when you talk. The Verizon frequency worked on the one we got, but Cingular uses another. Both are available, but, to be sure, bring your phone to the store and test it, or read the specs very carefully.

Cell phone boosters come in several models, powers, sizes, and prices. The best ones, of course, only cost twice as much. Best, in this case, means you will have a more powerful signal boost, and therefore more freedom to move away from the internally based transmitter unit. If you have a computer and are on-line, Google “home wireless extenders.” We have a Wi-Ex zBoost. Wilson electronics also makes some boosters. Both are available at RadioShack, a store with a 30-day, no-questions-asked return policy. Keep your receipt to reduce any possible hassle. 

Our signal was amplified from no bars to four, and, being centrally located, covers the whole house. As an added bonus, your cell phone will hold its charge much longer than it did before because it does not constantly waste energy in the search mode.

Portraits of Home by Rupert Lyle

This month’s portrait features Ed Buntz. Ed is known to many of us as a tireless advocate of the Scholarship Fund and generally as the go-to man on all matters having to do with the Hall. If anyone has made the Bryson-Hesperia trains run on time, it has been Ed. This month, Hall News (HN) interviews Hall Vice President, Ed Buntz.

HN: Tell us a little about your family and where and how you grew up.

Ed: I was born in Aberdeen, Maryland, in 1950. My father was in the army and was posted there at the time. Later he did a tour in Korea, and my mother, two sisters, and I went to live near her family in Hanford, California. Most of my childhood memories are from the seven years we lived in Germany. I spoke the language and was given free reign to run around. When my father retired, we came back to Hanford where I attended junior high and high school before going on to West Point.

HN: What brought you to Bryson-Hesperia, and when?

Ed: After being commissioned, I did a tour in Korea before the army sent me to Berkeley to get a Masters in electrical engineering. It was at this time that I met Kate. From Berkeley, I was deployed to Fort Hunter Liggett to work in the experimentation center where I specialized in instrumentation. One of our jobs was to assess the battle readiness of the Apache helicopter. I spent seventeen years at the base, ending as chief of the instrumentation division. In ’81, we bought our property at the end of Smith Road and built the house in late ’82.

HN: How do you spend your time here?

Ed: Much of our time is taken up with caring for Kate’s mom, Meredith, and before that my mother. Other than that, I spend a lot of time gardening, taking care of our various animals (two dogs, an emu, numerous chickens, two geese, and a few cats) and maintaining the long road to our house. Hall activities, especially the Scholarship Fund, also keep me very busy.

HN: What job have you most enjoyed?

Ed: In the army I was both a platoon (around forty soldiers) leader and a company (200-plus soldiers) commander in charge of both men and women from all walks of life, of every culture, ethnicity, and economic background imaginable. I found this to be a fascinating challenge that developed leadership skills in a hurry.

HN: Tell us about your family now.

Ed: Kate, my wife, and Kate’s mother live here. I have nephews and nieces, but we are not a large family. I think of the Hall scholarship kids as a part of my family.

HN: What do you like best about life here?

Ed: The community, the beautiful landscape, the plants and animals, and the deep friendships that we’ve formed here make this a place that, for me, is worth expending my life energy on.

HN: What is your most noteworthy memory of the area?

Ed: In March ’95, ten inches of rain fell in a few hours. I was working at the base, but it soon became clear that I was going to get nothing done that day. Along with Dustin Miller, I tried to get back home, but Interlake Road was closed. We were forced to take 101 to Paso, but, coming back along Lake Nacimiento Drive, we ran into a mudslide on the east side of the dam. A backhoe was there trying to clear a path, and, by sticking close behind it, we were able to get our two cars through. Once on Bryson-Hesperia Road, we ran into the same thing. Bill Dayton was there with his road grader and just managed to get us through before the road washed out.

HN: How have you seen the area change over the nearly thirty years that you’ve been here?

Ed: More people!

HN: How would you like to see the community evolve over the next twenty-five years?

Ed: For me, the community centers around the Hall. I would like to see more people involved in Hall activities. When the Hall achieved 501c.3 status through the vision of Jay Brown and others, it made a huge step forward in terms of having local control over all funds we raise. My hope is that we can continue to expand our community and charitable efforts in the future.

HN: Thank you, Ed.

Naturalist Notebook by Charles Ewing

Thirty years ago when I first settled in Bryson-Hesperia, I became enamored with the beauty of our oak woodlands and oak savannas. Although our live oaks are reproducing well, I soon realized that there was a paucity of new valley oak and blue oak seedlings and saplings to replace the old. The mature trees had reached their natural life span and were now dying or would do so in  the   decades  to come. Just like human communities, a viable woodland community has a mix of old and young. I realized that by the time our great grandchildren become adults, the beautiful oak landscapes that we see and take for granted will be much depleted. Historical accounts and old photos show that this has already occurred in the Salinas and the San Antonio valleys. The oak landscapes that aboriginal peoples experienced were very different from what we experience today. Why has this occurred, and can we slow or stop the decline of our oak heritage?

The removal of countless oaks to clear land for agriculture, real estate developments, and for use as fuel has taken a heavy toll, but that doesn’t explain why there is so little regeneration in our present oak woodlands. Through direct observation and a review of the relevant literature, I’ve discovered a multitude of interrelated causes for the decline of these oaks. Two are primary. First, the introduction and dominance of non-native annual grasses shade out and deprive moisture to new seedlings. The large seeds of these annual grasses increase the rodent population, which, in turn, eat more acorns and seedlings. Natural fires that would clear these grasses and so limit the competition to new oaks have been suppressed. Second, the introduction of domestic livestock, feral pigs, and wild turkeys continually take a heavy toll on acorns, seedlings, and saplings. Valley oaks and blue oaks are particularly susceptible to these animal species.

Here’s how we can help insure the continuance of our oak heritage. Clear around naturally occurring seedlings until they are well established. Protect seedlings and saplings from depredation. Learn from the scrub jays, and plant acorns. I plant five acorns in a cleared circle. After a year, I select the strongest seedling for protection and eliminate the rest.

Harp Concert

Accomplished Venezuelan harpist Ramón Romero was the featured artist in an afternoon concert at the Hall hosted by Aurora Denny. Aurora and Melita Denny and Charles Ewing joined him on stage, providing a richly varied and thoroughly enjoyable musical event.

Fishing with Rich by Rich Lingor

The big story is the drought relief of the extraordinary rainstorm of October 12, 13, and 14. On October 16, Lake Nacimiento had grown from 9% to 18% capacity, doubling from 34,000 acre-feet to 72,000 acre-feet. A trip to a section of the upper Nacimiento River revealed continuing flows where there had been only standing pools. A drive across the Interlake Road bridge crossing the San Antonio River on the same day gave me a chance to see flowing water where there had been dry sand, supporting hope for continued lake growth. Santa Margarita was closed on October 14 to clean up fallen tree limbs and runaway marina docks and boats caused by fierce wind and over seven inches of rain. Lake San Antonio is at 33% capacity.

Here is a silver lining to the drought condition challenging our fishing holes: prolonged drawdowns provide an opportunity for terrestrial vegetation to take hold and provide a nursery and nutrients for future spawn in the eventual wet cycle. Grazing wildlife also capitalize on the oasis. Subsurface moisture is abundant under drawndown shorelines and provides above average growth that can take advantage of the nutrient rich soil enhanced by the decaying remnants of algae and aquatic weeds.

Throughout the state, water supply and demand issues have squeezed lakes. Barren shorelines continue to increase as our lakes become ponds. Parks maintenance departments are challenged by the loss of revenue as boaters look for more hospitable environments. Fry recruitment collapses, as habitat is de-watered. The October rain has been a big help.

As weather changes, so does the fishing. October has been a weather story for the fish, the lakes they swim in, and the anglers who pursue the fish. The month started with daytime temperatures up to 106 degrees, hot enough to heat the grease in your fish skillet! Then cold conditions blasted in like a stolen get-away car, and we awoke to ice on our windshields! The arrival of the cold front chilled the surface layer of the lakes and destabilized the aquatic environment as the cold heavier surface layer sank through the warmer layers of the water column. Copious amounts of shad minnows schooling on the surface that were the key to locating the feeding game fish sank out of sight, retreating to more comfortable temperatures. The layers of water column with the most favorable oxygen content were also mixed, scattering the fish and diminishing their activity level.
This challenging condition was temporary, as more seasonal weather returned. Some of the very best weather for outdoor activities in our area is in October. The fish are still biting. This is the time to extend your fishing day and solve the fluid angling puzzle as the variables shift with each tick of the clock.
