Star Thistle Control by Susan Raycraft

The South Monterey County Rural Coalition held its regularly scheduled, second Wednesday of each month, meeting at St. Luke's Guild Hall on September 14 at 5:00 pm. On the agenda was the growing problem of Star Thistle in South County. SMCRC contacted the offices of Monterey County Third District Supervisor Salinas and Fort Hunter Liggett commander Suriano. Both referred us to those within their organizations who are responsible for environmental issues.

Four Hesperia residents attended the meeting after reading of it in this newsletter; their input was greatly appreciated, and they helped decide where to go from here. The county and army staff that work on environmental issues will be invited to our next regularly scheduled meeting on October 12 at 5:00 pm at St. Luke's in Jolon. They will be asked to bring information available to the public: pamphlets, booklets, and their own expertise. The problem and its possible solutions will be discussed with the intention of beginning to formulate a plan for next spring, the season when this highly invasive and unfriendly plant is least powerful and most amenable to control efforts. Those who are dealing with it on their land are encouraged not to cut it in the fall as that simply spreads its growth, scattering the tiny seeds into the soil far and wide.

The Bryson-Hesperia residents in attendance September 14 attested to the presence of Star Thistle in this area and were pleased to learn of efforts to educate the public and develop a concerted effort to control it. Remembering Jim Hill Compiled and written by Catherine Bartley

The service for Jim Hill at Hesperia Hall on Saturday, August 27, was standing room only as family and friends gathered to pay their respects. Reverend Robert Seifert of St. Luke’s Episcopal Church of Jolon presided, offering ministerial understanding and comfort. The service was followed by an informal barbecue luncheon hosted by Jim’s family, Ruth Lopes, Marty and Tom Johnson, and their families.

One couldn’t help but like and admire Jim Hill. Brutally honest and straightforward, tenacious, resilient, and self-reliant, he was a perpetual optimist who lived life at full tilt. Jim’s son Steve reflected on the day he and Jim first looked at their property in 1980 and Steve’s saying, “It looks like a lot of work”. Jim’s response was, “I know. Isn’t that great?” If a mountain weren’t quite right, he’d move it, or at least rearrange it. If he didn’t have the right equipment, he’d build it. Jim’s underlying philosophy was always to leave things better than he found them, and that he did.

Jim and June Hill made their home in Hanford before retiring finally to a small cattle ranch in the Bradley area between Lakes Nacimiento and San Antonio. Jim and June brought in an Airstream trailer, parking it under an old oak tree in order to camp out while they planned their retirement house.

He cleared the land of fire fodder, built reservoirs, cleaned old springs, checked fencing, and constructed cement water troughs for his beloved cows. He and June even drove cross-country to Minnesota where they picked up a disassembled windmill, stuffed it in the trunk of their Cadillac, drove it home, and reassembled it on a western portion of the property guaranteed to “catch the wind”, where it pumped water to the trough.

Jim considered himself blessed, and indeed he was. He loved life and deeply loved this beautiful area. There wasn’t an inch of his property he had not gone over to examine, nourish, and tend. He walked his acreage daily, admiring nature in all its glory. Jim spent many years clearing the lands — much to June’s chagrin — but then, she had card parties, shopping trips, the telephone, neighbors, and their beloved grandchildren to keep her occupied.

As the years passed and Jim didn’t have quite as many chores to do around the ranch, his passion for tractors grew into an obsession, with June and him traveling and purchasing “fixer-uppers” throughout the state. In 1995 he decided it was time to stop collecting and held an auction of his two-hundred-plus collection.

June passed away two years later from a lengthy battle with cancer.

In 1999, Jim and Ruth Lopes began to go out together. Ruth had known both Jim and June, as she had ordered many a tractor part as part owner of the Napa Auto Parts Store in King City. They had so much in common, it was a delight they had found each other. The families blended, and Jim and Ruth spent the next thirteen years together. And yes, Jim once again started collecting and refurbishing tractors from near and far!

Jim always felt blessed. He loved life, his loving family, Ruth, his land and his many, many friends.

Jim Hill was the eldest son of John and Agnes Hill. His brother John preceded him in death, and Jim’s wife of fifty-five years, June, passed away in 1997 as well as his oldest son, Gary.

Fishing with Rich by Rich Lingor

Escaping the heat of September and catching some fish for the dinner table was the goal of a jaunt to the sport fishing boat Princess out of Virg's landing at Morro Bay. Air temperatures that required a jacket at Morro Bay were a pleasant contrast to triple-digit heat in our neck of the woods.

Fred Kenyon and I enjoyed nature's air conditioning and a productive day landing a full limit of tasty rockfish. Things got interesting when we decided to use the fish-cleaning table at the marina on the south end of the strand. As we loaded our catch onto the table, we were swarmed by an energetic assortment of sea birds including seagulls, frigates, pelicans, and terns. Preparing our catch into fillets was instantly a daunting challenge. These determined creatures were relentless in their efforts to pilfer our prized morsels. The birds were literally in our faces as they battled each other and us for our catch. Turning our backs on the table was clearly out of the question, but when I just turned my head to reach for a plastic bag, a large bird landed on the table. As I shooed it away, it knocked a fish carcass and my twelve-inch knife to the sidewalk, where the frenzied flock immediately pounced. I watched in shock as a pelican ate my knife!

There were so many pelicans that it was impossible to keep track of which bird had it, and all of them continued to squawk, demanding more "treats.” My hope was that the knucklehead bird would cough it back up. When it didn't soon reappear, I deployed my spare knife and went back to work on the task at hand.

So there we were, continuing to swat away belligerent birds and filleting fish, when the Department of Fish and Game warden team showed up to check on us. After our presenting our fishing licenses with one hand and swatting and shooing birds away with the other, the wardens decided to check our catch for species and count. First they said to Fred, "Step back away from the knife.” While they were fiddling with Fred's fish, I continued to clean mine and tell them the story of the pelican knife thief.

One of the wardens called the bird rescue people. Then the warden said to me, "Step back away from the knife." So I protested, “Don't let the birds eat my fish!”

He said, "Okay. Stand here and protect your fish."

About that time, my missing knife showed up in the planter bed across the sidewalk. We all breathed a sigh of relief for the goofy bird, and I was glad to get my fillet knife back.

The second warden called the bird people back to cancel the emergency, then they checked our ice chest for beer. Since we didn't have any beer for them, they left.

As Fred and I went back to cleaning fish, the bird people showed up in three separate cars with their nets and beach towels. They wanted to know which pelican ate the knife and proceeded to chase and catch birds and pull chunks of fish from their throats while giving Fred and me a major ration of chastising for letting the birds have fish.

Except for the harsh reprimand, we felt like we were in the middle of a three-ring circus. I suggested a screened-in enclosure for the cleaning table, an idea they liked. So we got hassled by the birds, the Game Warden, the birds, the bird people, and the birds, and the birds, and the birds....

The things that memories are made of!

Oh. That night, the fish dinner was perfect.

October is a great time to be on the water pursuing our favorite game fish. The weather is cooling, and the days are getting progressively shorter. Early morning isn't so early, and the evening is not so late; we don't have to get up as early and can be home for dinner. Midday temperatures can be pleasantly warm instead of oppressively hot. On the water, most jet skiers and water skiers have gone back into hibernation, contributing to a smoother, quieter, less hazardous environment. Serendipitously, as anglers find more comfortable, user-friendly conditions, it seems fish are happier too. Surface temperatures cool to preferred range for the forage, and the game fish follow the food. Predictable depth and activity periods enhance angler success rate. Fishing is more fun when we are comfortable and more fun when we catch 'em! The only trouble with October is that it only lasts for a month.

Naturalist Notebook: Our Eight-Legged Friends by Charles Ewing

Notice to all arachnologists and local arachnophobes: It’s that time of year again, and those big hairy spiders will be ambling about. Fall is the mating season for Aphonopelma chalcodes, commonly known as the Desert Tarantula. The shortening days and cooling weather triggers the mating cycle. The females give off an irresistible pheromone, and the males climb out of their burrows and determinedly march toward the females to mate. The marching males are the tarantulas that we mostly see. Unfortunately, the males don’t always enjoy life after mating because the females sometimes eat them after the consummation. Doesn’t that sound romantic?

Like almost all spiders, Desert Tarantulas are predatory and have fangs and venom. They hunt insects, other spiders, and almost any other small critter that they can catch and kill. Arachnophobes should note that Desert Tarantulas are not aggressive but will bite in self-defense, so don’t try to grab one. The bite is painful but not dangerously toxic to humans. Being stung by the tarantula’s archenemy, the formable and beautiful Tarantula Hawk (wasp) Pepsis formosa, is far more traumatic. Its sting is rated at the top of the Schmidt Sting Pain Index and is described as “immediate, excruciating pain that simply shuts down ones ability to do anything but scream.” Luckily, Tarantula Hawks are benign nectar feeders and have no interest in stinging you. The fascinating and gruesome relationship between the Desert Tarantula and the Tarantula Hawk may be the subject of a future notebook article.

The name tarantula has wonderful folklore behind it. It originated centuries ago from the town of Taranto in southern Italy, and that name was given to a local wolf spider, Lysoma tarantula. The bite of this spider was erroneously believed to cause the victim to go into frenzied spasms, and the only cure was to have victims dance the frenzy out of their bodies; thus were created the famous Italian songs and dances called “tarantellas.”

The wolf spider isn’t a particularly big or hairy spider compared to our Desert Tarantula. It’s not even closely related, but the name was transferred to large, New World spiders in the Theraphonsidae family. These spiders range in size from one to twelve inches in diameter. Our Desert Tarantula maxes out at about six inches.

As a scare factor, six inches is very big for a spider and twelve inches is really big, but do you oldsters remember the 1950’s monster movie “Tarantula?” That monstrous spider, created by meddling-science, was bigger than a house, and it ate a lot of people. That was a scary tarantula.

Our Desert Tarantulas are benign really, so treat them with care.

Portraits of Home by Rupert Lyle

With Katie Bannister’s unassuming manner, it is easy to miss her at the Hall. Not so Molly, Patrick Came’s and her daughter, whose dancing has graced many a Hall musical evening. But she has her own story to tell from Texas to Fresno to Cal Poly and to the end of a very stony road in Bryson-Hesperia.

HN: Tell us a little about where and how you grew up.
Katie: I was born in Dallas, Texas, in a car. My mother was on her way to the hospital; we didn’t live in a car. I am the middle of three girls, and we were in Dallas because my Dad was attending seminary there. My parents divorced when I was five, but we stayed on in Dallas until I was seventeen. After the divorce, my Mom became increasingly religious, and we kids were raised evangelical. My sisters and I would sit under the ceiling fan on hot Dallas afternoons and wonder in what state we would arrive in heaven if the Rapture took us at that moment! We moved to Fresno where my mother’s family had been farmers for many generations, and I attended my last year of high school. From there I went to Cal Poly as an engineering major with a view to studying architecture but soon transferred to soils science.
HN: What brought you to Bryson-Hesperia and when?
Katie: I had been working on a soil survey in Yosemite when a friend introduced me to Patrick. I was planning to go to L.A. to attend a political rally, and the friend didn’t think I should go alone. Patrick was drafted as bodyguard. He was already living here, and the following year I moved here, too.
HN: How do you spend your time here?
Katie: We have two girls, Molly and Pippin, aged seven and three, both born in the house here. Taking care of them takes up much of my time. I work four days a week at Mollywogs, the children’s consignment store that I started with Patrick’s mother Kathleen. Our house has just undergone a major remodel, and I play soccer once a week with the SLO Women’s’ Soccer Club. I am a member of the Land Use Advisory Committee where we’re currently dealing with the controversial question of fracking in our area. I recently passed the GRE exam that qualifies me to attend graduate school where I dream of studying sustainable regional planning. Other than that, I find a little time to read, run, practice yoga, and garden sporadically.
HN: What work have you enjoyed most?
Katie: Definitely the four years I spent on the soil survey in Yosemite. It was like being paid to go backpacking all summer long. I had great co-workers, learned a lot, and knew I was so lucky doing this.
HN: Tell us about your family now.
Katie: I am married to Patrick, who finished high school in Paso where his father’s family is from. We have two girls, Molly, who attends Georgia Brown Elementary, which is a Spanish-immersion school, and Pippin, who goes to pre-school.
HN: What do you like best about life here?
Katie: I love the space here. As inconvenient as our long dirt road is, it does provide a buffer and is a great place to run. My biggest problem is the amount of time I have to spend away from here with the children in school in Paso and at Mollywogs in Templeton.
HN: What is your most enduring memory of the area?
Katie: Three years ago there was a fire on the property next to ours. Looking out of our kitchen window, we could see flames twice the height of the trees. We knew we had to get things together and get out of there, but it was so mesmerizing that for a moment we froze. It was an amazing force of nature, almost beautiful in its power. What also impressed me was the incredible response of the firefighters. There were still forty of them there that night.
HN: How have you seen the area change over the time you’ve been here?
Katie:  I’ve only been here ten years and so am part of the evolution of the place. But even in so short a time, I have noticed that there are more people. For us, having other families in the neighborhood with kids the same age as our own has made a huge difference.
HN: How do you see the community changing over the next twenty-five years?
Katie: With the price of oil continuing to rise, it’ll become harder for people to commute to town, or even to go there to shop. Perhaps some form of public transport will be established or a more formal system of ridesharing. Like everyone else out here, I hope it does not change too much, though I’m aware of a being little hypocritical, since I myself am part of that change.
HN: Thank you Katie.
